- Room at the Table 

 

With the June Room at the Table meal, we have 

now completed a cycle through the five teams of 

people who signed on to participate in making a 

reality these monthly meals for those in need.  We 

have actually prepared seven meals, starting with 

our first meal in December.  With our first two 

meals, December and January, we did not yet 

have an organization of teams in place.  Starting 

in February we did, and now all five teams have 

been at bat one time apiece.  It's been quite an ad-

venture, and certainly a success.   

 

When the CARE Committee first considered join-

ing with First Methodist and First Presbyterian in 

providing a monthly meal to those in need, we 

were uncertain whether St. James, being so much 

smaller than the other two churches, could pull off 

such an undertaking month after month.  But you, 

our St. James family, have shown us once again 

how generously and beautifully you respond to 

requests for help.  It is utterly incredible that close 

to one hundred people have signed on to be a part 

of this undertaking!  On the second Saturday of 

each month when yet another group of St. James 

people come together to plan, shop, cook, set up, 

prepare, serve, and clean up yet another hearty 

and healthful meal, it's a time of celebration.   

 

People who come to our meals express their grati-

tude for the food and the fellowship.  They come 

out of varying degrees and varying kinds of 

need.  But we respond out of one sense of mis-

sion:  the desire to serve God by serving 

our fellow human beings.  We are finding 

that participating in these meals results in benefits 

we could not have anticipated.  We grow closer to 

one another by sharing in this joint venture.  We 

learn something about ourselves and also one an-

other as we interact with our guests, whom we 

would otherwise probably never know. We con-

sider together what it means to truly welcome 

people to one's church.  We perhaps wonder about  

 

other ways we might engage those 

in our community who have needs 

which we can meet.  We find our-

selves being ministered to by 

strangers, even as we minister to them.  We find 

strangers becoming acquaintances and even 

friends.  Where might all this ministry lead?  It is 

exciting to contemplate all the possibilities, know-

ing that God is in charge.   

 

Thank you to our thirteen captains who helm these 

teams, making each meal happen smoothly and 

efficiently.  Thank you for YOUR participation in 

Room at the Table.  If you want to join and/or if 

you want to know more, give any CARE member 

a call.
