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$5 a Week — A Stewardship Update

$5 a week per family...a cup of coffee, a
Happy Meal, a magazine. That is all it will
take to fully fund the 2011 budget.

The Finance Committee and the Vestry
have been working diligently to convey the
message of Stewardship to you. Last fall
we produced a video with several of our
own parishioners telling us about what St.
James — and its many ministries — means to
them. We had two showings of the film.
Many of you expressed pleasure about
what you heard and saw. Your applause at
the end was support for its message of
stewardship, which is that where your
treasure is, your heart is there also. Several
Vestry members have spoken at the Sun-
day services about why they support the
church and why it’s important to them to
get involved with their time, talent, and
treasure. Then in December at the Annual
Parish Meeting I presented the budget to
the congregation.

We started in the early fall by sending out
budget requests to all the committees and
ministry groups. These completed requests
went to the Finance Committee to start the
budgetary process. That preliminary
budget was then presented to the Vestry at
the November vestry meeting. This year
the Vestry had an additional budget work
session in November to finalize the num-
bers. It is that final version that was pre-
sented to you and discussed at the Annual
Meeting in December and voted on by all
members present. Also in the fall a letter
went out to the Parish requesting they sup-
port this budget, and all the ministries it

represents, by filling out and sending in
their Pledge card.

This year we needed just under $252,000
in pledges to balance the budget and to do
the work God is calling us to do here at St.
James. In December, at the time we pre-
sented the budget, we had pledges totaling
over $188,000. The Vestry discussed at
length the need to encourage every family
to work toward tithing, to increase a little
each year until we reach that target. An-
other letter went out signed by the entire
Vestry asking each member to rethink their
pledge with that in mind. Over 25 families
or individuals did just that and resubmitted
a pledge card, and we sincerely thank all of
you for your generosity!

I am happy to report that we now have
pledges totaling nearly $235,000 from 60
families. This leaves a budget gap of
around $16,750. We have not yet heard
from about a dozen members and we hope
that this budget gap will significantly close
when we do. But if we don’t, we can look
at this number in a different light. If you
take the current budget gap of $16,750 and
divide it by the 60 families that have al-
ready pledged, you get approximately
$280. That is about 5 dollars a week per
family. That is a cup of coffee, a Happy
Meal, or a magazine. That is all it will take
for us to fully fund the 2011 budget. If
each of us could throw an extra $5 a week
into the offering plate on Sunday, we can
continue to do all the good works all of
us have said are vital to our community
and our parish! Thank you.

Because of his heart condition,
Eric can no longer bend down to
do all the things he’d like to do.
So to replace the kneeler, Eric told
Larry what to do, and pointed at
things, and Larry did the work
with Eric’s guidance.

Husband and wife Gloria and
Hank Friberg had piled the food
items up in the crawl space. They
spend countless hours each week
shopping hither and yon for us,
getting the best buys on food
items, paper goods such as nap-
kins and paper plates, etc. All the

things which can be
purchased for Room
at the Table meals for
hungry guests each
month. All the things
which go into back packs for hun-
gry children each month. They
have scoured stores everywhere to
make sure we have what we need
and to find the very best buys.

Both pictures tell the same story:

It’s a story about gifts. How peo-
ple have special talents and gifts
and interests that others of us
lack. And how when we indi-
viduals put our own particular
talents and interests to work, what
a lovely whole we make.

It’s a story about togetherness and
teamwork and love—between
friends, and between husbands
and wives.

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King James, or Authorized, Bible

Over 400 years ago King James VI of Scotland inher-
ited the throne of

England at a time when the Christian church was
deeply divided.

At Hampton Court in 1604, he convened a conference
of churchmen of all shades of opinion to discuss the
future of Christianity in the United Kingdom.

The king agreed to commission a new translation of
the bible that was acceptable to all parties.

This was to become the King James, or Authorized,
Bible, which in 2011 will be exactly four centuries
old.

The King James Bible was a major co-operative en-
deavor that required the efforts of dozens of the day's
leading scholars.

James gave the translators instructions intended to
guarantee that the new version would conform to the
http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Ecclesiology theology
and the episcopal structure of the Church of England
and its beliefs about an ordained clergy. The transla-
tion was by 47 scholars, all of whom were members
of the Church of England. In common with most other

translations of the period, the New Testa-
ment was translated from Greek; the Old
Testament was translated from Hebrew
text, while the Apocrypha were translated
from the Greek and Latin.

In the Book of Common Prayer 4
(1662), the text of the Author-
ized Version replaced the text
of the Great Bible — for Epis-
tle and Gospel readings—and
as such was authorized by Act
of Parliament. By the first half §& Ji{1°
of the 18th century, the Author- §ifi\
ized Version was effectively i\l
unchallenged as the English
translation used in Anglican
(Episcopal) and other Protes-
tant churches.

Acknowledged as a masterpiece of English prose and
the most vivid translation of the scriptures, the glori-
ous language of this bible has survived the turbulence
of history and given many of us the most widely rec-
ognized and beautiful descriptions of the birth of Je-
sus Christ, which we celebrate at Christmas.

The whole enterprise was guided by an interest in
reaching agreement for the wider benefit of the Chris-
tian church, and to bring harmony to the kingdoms of
England and Scotland.
