First the location, at the Collegiate Church of St Pe-

ter at Westminster, popularly known as Westminster 

Abbey. It is the traditional place of coronations, 

weddings and the burial site for seventeen British 

monarchs since 1066. The abbey is a Royal Peculiar 

(The Oxford English Dictionary has a definition of 

peculiar as separate or different). A Royal Peculiar 

is a place of worship that falls directly under the ju-

risdiction of the British monarch, rather than under a 

bishop. Unlike many of the ecclesiastical founda-

tions of the medieval period the royal peculiars were 

not abolished in the English Reformation which es-

tablished the Anglican Church. Westminster Abbey 

is a collegiate church governed by the Dean and 

Chapter of Westminster, as established by Royal 

charter of Queen Elizabeth I in 1560.  

Westminster Abbey is steeped in more than a thou-

sand years of history. Benedictine monks first came 

to this site in the middle of the tenth century, estab-

lishing a tradition of daily worship which continues 

to this day.  The present church, begun by Henry III 

in 1245 is a treasure house of paintings, stained 

glass, pavements, textiles and other artifacts, with 

the medieval shrine of an Anglo-

Saxon saint (Edward the Confessor) 

still at its heart is also the place 

where some of the most significant 

people in the nation's history are 

buried or commemorated . At the 

west end in the center of the nave  is the tomb of the 

Unknown Warrior, whose body was brought from 

France to be 

buried here on 

11 November 

1920. We saw 

the bridal pro-

cession walk 

reverently 

around the 

tomb. 

 

We saw the Queen in the sanctuary in three roles, 

As the Head of State, as the "Defender of the Faith" 

the titular Head of the Church of England, and as a 

proud Grandmother.  

A Head of State who is also the official earthly rep-

resentation of a nation's creed of faith in the Holy 

Creator and the Holy Word of God.  Eighty-five 

years young Queen Elizabeth is the symbol of a 

people who bows her knee before only one other 

Royal, ever.  And that bowing occurs at the altar of 

worship; never, never before any other royal but the 

King of Heaven.   

 All this pomp and grand ado was to honor one of 

the very first of God's ordained establishments: the 

wedding.  The sacred union of one man and one 

woman before their Creator was the day's world-

wide focus.  It is no wonder that the estate of  

Matrimony is preceded by the term "holy" for it is 

the holiest of times when a new marriage is 

launched.  This is why a couple stands before the 

altar of sacrifice and worship.  It is a sanctified 

pledge made publicly but truly made personally to 

God Himself. 
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
